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Jugada a 3 bandas 2013: content preview

· The internationalization of expositions and the relationship between Madrid and Barcelona, mainly leitmotivs of the third edition.

· Ja3b 2013 encourages activities in galleries and associated spaces in order to promote the expositions during the seven weeks.

Madrid, February 18th, 2013

The third edition of Jugada a 3 bandas (Ja3b), a project devised to connect art galleries, commissioners, and artists, will be celebrated simultaneously in Madrid and Barcelona, opening Saturday, April 6th in Madrid, and a week later, Friday, April 12th, in Barcelona. A total of 30 galleries will participate in Ja3b 2013, with exhibitions that build connections between the two cities, seeking to strengthen the presence and exposure of the Spanish contemporary art sector both in Europe and internationally.

As an example, Susana Bañuelos and Roberto Vidal, commissioners from Madrid, will bring their expositions to Barcelona galleries etHall and Alegría, while Catalán curator Jorge Bravo is in charge of commissioning the exposition in the Madrid gallery,  Moriarty.

Mexican Pablo León de la Barra, New Yorker, settled in Miami, Gean Moreno, Dutch Nathalie Hartjes, and Chilean Ximena Jordán, are some of the international commissioners who are working for Jugada a 3 bandas and Spanish galleries (Travesía Cuatro, Galería Inés Barrenechea, Galería José Robles y Galería Aranapoveda, in that order). Moreover, gallery Nogueras Blanchard will present the work of the winner of their international call to commissioners, young curator, Niekolaas Johannes Lekkerkerk, from Rotterdam, at their venues in both Madrid and Barcelona.

This year, more than 100 artists are participating in the third edition of Ja3b. Included in the group are Mexicans Zoe T. Vizcaíno and Txema Novelo, Belgian Michiel Ceulers, English Lydia Gifford and Graham Hudson, Chilean Ignacio Bahna, Danish Marie Lund, Argentinian Florencia Rojas, Italian Andrea Branzi, Germans Sebastian Hammwöhner, Loretta Fahrenholz and Reena Spaulings, Czech Swetlana Heger, Cuban Ernesto Oroza, etc. etc.
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Ja3b 2013 Activities

The participating galleries have proposed different activities for the 2013 Jugada a 3 bandas program. Throughout the seven weeks of Ja3b, the galleries will organize meetings with the commissioners and artists, performances, chats and screenings, etc.

Jugada a 3 bandas has also programmed various activities in non-commercial spaces  to consolidate project purposes. In this sense, the third edition of Ja3b will meet with collectors at OTR, view a presentation in Space F and a series of screenings in noestudio, the three spaces in Madrid. 

Furthermore, to build connections between Madrid and Barcelona, there will be a video art work exchange from the collections of Centro de Arte 2 de Mayo and Museu d'Art Contemporani de Barcelona. Simultaneously, there will be a video art session at CA2M with works from the MACBA collection, commissioned by  Alberto Sánchez Balmisa (commissioner of Madrid), and a video art session at MACBA with works from the CA2M collection, commissioned by Direlia Lazo (commissioner of Barcelona).

In addition to the guided tours for professionals and the general public, this year will be the first year of the “Premio del público” (public award) by popular votes cast in ballot boxes, which will be placed in the participating galleries in Madrid and Barcelona. The winner, drawn from a raffle, will receive 1,500 euros to buy a piece from any gallery participating in Ja3b. Additionally, with the sponsorship of Absolut Vodka and the program Absolut Art, the winner will receive a piece valued at 1,500 euros from an artist's exposition and will produce a biographical video about that artist.
